The new profiles using Photo Black work
much better. (You still should use Matte
Black ink with Exhibition Matte Canvas.)

Printer Manages Color vs Photoshop

Some of our customers have difficulty
making a firstrate print when Photo-

Shop manages the color.  CS4 and CS5
apparently have a lot of bugs in the color
engine.  This is not really surprising as
PhotoShop is a wonderful pixel-editing
application, but certainly not an efficient,
easy-to-use, large-format printing program.

Quite often, letting the Printer Manage
Color gives a much better result - you might
want to give this a try.  This option also
acts an excellent troubleshooting tool if you
are having difficulties with color rendition.
